There's Just One Way to Fix Sin -- Repent! 

                Man, ingenious creature that he is (and with all the "help" he gets from Satan, Revelation 12:9), can 
dream up sundry ways supposed to mollify sin's sting, while neglecting the absolute requirement for 
forgiveness--repentance (Luke 13:5). Such imaginary correction of man's all-time worst problem consoles the 
perpetrator and eases the sharp prick of his pained conscience while leaving him in the firm grip of sin's 
guiltiness. Like the popular denominational doctrine of salvation by faith only, the forgiveness of sin without 
repentance may be very full of something one can call comfort, but the comfort is short-lived and superficial. 
Consider some of the many ways men incorrectly surmise sin's damning consequences to be averted. 

                *"Minor Sin", Common Sin, or Passionate Sin Coupled with Subsequent Improved Behavior. Some 
will claim that sin, theirs or another's, needs no repentance because an action was just a minor matter in 
human affairs. So a brother blew up and uttered words of hatred to his brother, everybody loses his temper on 
occasion. So he did declare things contrary to fear of God and respect of man, he's probably sorry for it, and it 
was just an outburst of an exceptionally emotional moment; anyway, he now acts friendly toward the one he 
offended. Why make waves over that which is past? Doesn't the Bible say something about leaving well enough 
alone? Or, what about the passage that says, "Let sleeping dogs lie"? 

                All the foregoing sounds good to lots of folks, but is so much "baloney"; it doesn't change the fact 
that sin must be corrected Biblically (Matthew 5:22; 22:37-39; Colossians 3:16). Such correction either 
includes repentance (a change of the will produced by godly sorrow, II Corinthians 7:10), or it is not for- given. 
Such repentance will manifest itself in confessing (acknowledging) the wrong to the person(s) involved (Acts 
8:22; I John 1:9; James 5:16). So-called minor sins and common sins are still sins, and though they may have 
lesser consequences in some ways, they are spiritually deadly, and no amount of im- proved behavior will 
dispense with the indispensable prerequisite for forgiveness--repentance. 

                Sins of ignorance. Working with the same sin situation just discussed, what if the person sinning 
doesn't know that he has sinned? Will not his ignorance of the sin dispense with his need to repent? Nay, 
verily! Were this so, those who crucified the Lord were without a need to repent of their heartless murder of the 
innocent Lamb of God, for the Lord Himself said, "they know not what they do" (Luke 23:34). Yet, those who 
crucified the Lord were specifically told by inspired voices of their guilt and their need to repent of their atrocity 
(Acts 2:23, 36, 38). 

                Undoubtedly many sins are committed by those who do not know that they are sinning, and some 
such sins are committed by Christians. The faithful live with an ongoing penitent attitude which recognizes their 
failure to walk precisely in the obedient steps of their Master and which prods them to study persistently with 
self examination in order to discover any overlooked sin. Additionally, such Christians are prompt to repent and 
confess their known sins and their sins of ignorance which are subsequently brought to their attention (Acts 
8:18-24; I John 1:9; James 1:22; 5:16). No, the sin of  ignorance is not excusable without repentance. Such 
actions are by their very label identified as sin, and sin, all sin, is conduct for which men must repent if they 
are to be forgiven by God (Acts 17:30; Luke 13:3). 

                *Forgotten sins. Some, apparently desperate in their vain effort to wrongly right a wrong, will claim 
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that an individual doesn't need to repent of a sin that he has forgotten about having committed. My, my, to what 
lengths men will go trying to justify themselves or others! Do such men think at all? Do they not realize that we 
live our lives before Him Who forgets nothing!? God's omniscience retains a flawlessly accurate awareness of 
all that can be known, past, present and future; obviously, this includes knowledge of sins that men forget 
having committed and knowledge of whether or not they have repented and made the necessary corrections for 
such sins. If God remembers the sin, and if God remembers that the sin has not been corrected by 
repentance, that sin is still on the sinner's account and subject to ultimate payment of sin's wages --spiritual 
death (Romans 6:23; 14:12). 

                Man is obligated to have utmost regard for God's Will (Ecclesiastes 12:13). God's attitude about sin 
will prevail no matter how we are able to satisfy ourselves with some alternative; therefore God's attitude 
concerning sin and its correction should always be respected and adopted as God's Book instructs (II Timothy 
3:16-17). No one should treat sin and sinners only as seems right, or only as they find easiest, or only as they 
calculate is likely to cause the fewest ripples in the church's feelings. The elders of the church, in particular, 
are duty-bound to treat sin as taught by the Bible. To do otherwise cripples the elders' example and will lead 
them and the flock that follows them to ultimate destruction (Hebrews 13:17).

"He hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to 
the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised" (Luke 4:18). The words "brokenhearted", "captive", "blind" and 
"bruised" refer to those overwhelmed by sin. Sin can be devastating, not only in how it affects us outwardly, but 
in how it deprives us of hope. Jesus' call to the sinners of the world follows the basic pattern of "Come unto me, 
all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest" (Matthew 11:28). 

                One who goes into battle with the hope and expectation of victory will fight more valiantly than one 
who expects defeat. The same applies to our view of  a new day, or the rest of our lives. Jesus overcame the 
world, and through Him victory can likewise be ours. We can have peace through Him in a world that offers 
none (cf. John 6:33).

God Will Overlook It... Just This Once

            Many Christians attempt to justify sin, particularly that of forsaking the assembly, by using the 
excuse listed above. When they have a family event, a decoration or company in for the weekend, they 
forsake the assembly or stay at home to entertain, thinking to themselves, "God understands; He will 
overlook it just this once." Maybe a Christian has an opportunity to en- gage in what might become a 
once-in-a-lifetime recreational event (concert, ball game, a trip of some sort, etc.). Rather than seeking first 
the kingdom of God and His righteousness (Matthew 6:33), he or she rationalizes the situation, "God 
understands how much I want to do this. He won't mind if I miss Bible study or worship just this once." Is 
this the attitude one should have toward Him Who gave His Son to die for our sins?
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            Jesus made perfectly clear what is to be our attitude toward Him and the Father. "He that loveth 
father or mother more than Me is not worthy of Me: and he that loveth so or daughter more than 
Me is not worthy of Me. And he that taketh not up his cross and followeth after Me is not worthy of 
Me" (Matthew 10:37, 38). When Christians forsake the assembly, they set aside the cross they promised 
to bear when they obeyed the gospel. They also follow their own desires in spite of knowing what the 
Lord would have them do. God will not be relegated to second place in the life of the Christian (or any- 
one else, for that matter)! Any Christian thinking otherwise is in for a rude awakening at the day of 
reckoning and judgment. Don't fool yourself, there will be hell to pay on the part of those who act in such a 
manner.

            In addition, some Christians believe it is perfectly acceptable to forsake the assembly so long as 
they assemble somewhere. While it may be at some time necessary to assemble privately due to the lack 
of a local congregation or due to unforeseen circumstances, some Christians assemble with denominational 
groups on Sun- day morning and believe they have satisfied the command to assemble. Note what 
Hebrews 10:25 say: "Not forsaking the assembling of yourselves together, as the manner of some 
is...." The assembling together is to take place with fellow Christians. Denominational bodies do not "fit the 
bill". I have seen some Christians assemble with unauthorized religious bodies on Sunday morning and then 
return to their home congregation on Sunday evening and partake of the Lord's Supper. This practice is 
unacceptable. If one may forsake gathering with the saints and with the Lord to assemble with 
denominational bodies once, one may do it every week.

            The following is a test to see how the "just this once" excuse measures up against the plumbline of 
the truth (Amos 7:8). Check all that apply.

            __ God overlooked Adam and Eve eating the forbidden fruit just that one time (Genesis 3:1-24).

            __ God overlooked the Israelites' creating and worshipping the golden calf just that one time 
(Exodus 32:19-35).

            __ God overlooked Nadab and Abihu's use of unauthorized fire in the worship just that one time 
(Leviticus 10:1-3).

            __ God overlooked Uzzah when he touched the ark of the covenant because he had such a good 
reason, and he did it only once (II Samuel 6:6, 7)

            __ If we sprinkle water on a person's head and call it baptism, God will overlook it just this once 
(Romans 6:3-5; Colossians 2:11, 12).

            __ If we bring in a piano or an organ for the ser- vices, God will overlook it just this once 
(Ephesians 5:19; Colossians 3:16).

            __ If I cheat on my spouse and refuse to repent, God will overlook it just this once--and my 
spouse should, too. (By the way, forsaking the assembly is the equivalent to spiritual adultery.)
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            The above unerringly proves the fallacy of the God-will-overlook-my-sin-this-once theory. We are 
commanded to take up our cross daily and follow after Jesus (Luke 9:23). Remember the closing words of 
the song, "I Have Decided to Follow Jesus"... "My cross I'll carry 'til I see Jesus, no turning back, I'll 
follow Him."

RIGHT RELIGIOUSLY

            Most people are what they are religiously because of human, rather than divine, reasons; for 
earthly, rather than heavenly, reasons; as a result of human opinions, rather than what God's Word says. 
Many are members of particular religious groups for a number of incorrect reasons: their parents were, it is 
a popular church, they like the people, they married into it, it is the closest building around, etc. Such 
reasons are worthless in God's sight; they are not the proper reasons for those who wish to be guided by a 
"Thus saith the Lord". There is such a thing as vain religion (James 1:26; Matthew 15:9). We can waste 
our time involved in a religious group without God's sanction. "Except the LORD build the house, they 
labour in vain that build it" (Psalm 127:1).

            What should be the reason one is a member of a religious group? Because it is right! Because it is 
accord- ing to God's revealed Word! Paul thus stated, "And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all 
in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him" (Colossians 3:17). Is it 
arrogant to think we can be right religiously? Is it presumption to think we can be right? Jesus explained, 
"If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak 
of myself" (John 7:17). Later He affirmed, "And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you 
free" (John 8:32). Why is it unpopular to think we must have Bible authority for all we do in

religion; to make sure the New Testament is consulted before we do anything religiously or morally? Is it 
erroneous to think we can be members of the same church that existed in the first century? I am so humbly 
convinced and assured by God through His Word that we can do so. Souls are at stake (Ephesians 2:16; 
5:23).

            Some things just do not matter. Whether I left the cap off the toothpaste this morning is just not 
that important. I may have left my garage door open this morning. Yes, I may get some things stolen. But 
even though there are some things of value, it wouldn't be the end of the world is they were stolen. What if 
I left the stove on?

Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have 
we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name cast out devils? and in thy name done many 
wonderful works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that 
work iniquity" (Matthew 7:21-23).
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Paul let us know the seriousness when he stated:

"... when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels, In flaming fire 
taking vengeance on them that know not God, and obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ: 
Who shall be punished with everlasting destruction from the presence of the Lord, and from the 
glory of his power" (2 Thessalonians 1:7-9).

            Yes, there are some things I cannot know (Deuteronomy 29:29; Romans 11:33). There are some 
things which have not been revealed (2 Corinthians 12:1-4, 7-10; John 20:30-31; 21:25). And yes, there 
are some things that are admittedly difficult to understand, but not necessarily impossible (2 Peter 3:16).

However, there are some things we must know! There are truths and words we must know and 
understand (John 8:32; Acts 11:14; John 12:48). Since we can know and understand divine truth (John 
8:32; Ephesians 3:3-5; 5:17), we must get to the business of diligently searching out what God has to say 
in His Word! Since we can expect to see the Bible alike (1 Corinthians 1:10; Amos 3:3; Ephesians 4:1-6; 
2 Peter 3:15; 1 Corinthians 4:17; 16:1), then God expects us to be Christians just like those of the firs 
century. He expects us to be members of the same church they were. He has given a pattern by which to 
follow. That pattern is the Bible! We can be religiously right!

            I appeal to your love of God and for that which is right--do not be satisfied with following what 
some man says. Reject it, and believe the Word of God, which is able to make you wise unto salvation 
and which "is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, 
for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all 
good works" (2 Timothy 3:15-17).

REMEMBER 

            In Hebrews 13 there are a number of exhortations to faithfulness in daily living. One area is that 
Christians are encouraged to show sympathy. "Remember them that are in bonds, as bound with them; and 
them which suffer adversity, as being yourselves also in the body" (V.3). Our reverence must reach upward to 
God, and our sympathy must reach outward to those about us. 

            Sympathy involves the principle of faithfulness. God is faithful never to leave us nor forsake us in 
times of difficulty. "Let your conduct be without covetousness; be content with  

such things as you have. For He Himself has said, 'I will never leave you nor forsake you.' So we may boldly 
say: 'The Lord is my helper; I will not fear. What can man do to me?'" (Hebrews 13:5-6). The Almighty is 
touched with our hurts, and we should be touched with the hurts of others. Sympathy is not feeling FOR 
someone, it is feeling WITH him. As Christians we should be a source of strength to others because (1) our life 
may one day be filled with similar burdens, and (2) as the body of Christ the sorrows of others should touch us. 
Sympathy is when the grief of another literally becomes my grief. 

            Sympathy involves the principle of forethought. What do we observe when we see suffering 
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humanity? What are our thoughts toward those burdened with sorrow? Sympathy was prompted in the heart of 
the Son of God because of compassion. "But when He saw the multitudes, He was moved with compassion for 
them, because they were weary and scattered, like sheep having no shepherd" (Matthew 9:36). He literally felt 
their feelings. He saw people as weary, scattered sheep. His sympathy led Him to action. Our sympathy must 
also lead us to action. The service of sympathy will not be a service free of cost. Compassion and sympathy 
bring us to the very heart of God. 

            Sympathy involves the principle of fellowship. If you have sympathy, you must enter not just into 
the feelings of others, but into their life. One who shows sympathy must become one with those who are 
hurting. "Rejoice with those who rejoice, and weep with those who weep" (Romans 12:15). Sympathy to 
another is to bear part of his sorrow. Some of the tears for his sorrow must be on our cheeks. If you want to 
be a person who practices sympathy, consider how you would feel in the place of the other. You must allow it 
to be- come your trouble. You must feel for that person. Christians sorrow because it become a common loss, 
affecting you just like the other. The sorrow of one becomes the sorrow of the other. Sympathy is a great 
source of strength for our lives and a great source of  

influence in the lives of others. We must let God fill our hearts with sympathy and our eyes with the tears of 
compassion.          -- Gene Stilwell

The Sin of Omission

Ten Rainy-Day Suggestions for Children

            Parents of young children often forget that daily religious impressions, even if brief, are probably 
much more effective in character building than just two one-hour Bible classes. The following suggestions 
for daily activities are offered, not as a substitute for weekly class attendance and participation, but as a 
supplement for parents who often "lack ideas" for things to do to spark children's interests. They may be 
especially helpful on "rainy days"!

 Read the Bible aloud to and with your children as much as possible! Then have the child repeat the 
story in his own words. Bible story books can also be helpful.
 Cut out pictures of animals from magazines that lend themselves to Bible illustrations. Ask your 
child to tell you what they remind him of.
 Ask your child to think of a Bible story that deals with each number from one to ten (e.g., one God, 
two mites, three days Jonah was in the fish, four days Lazarus was dead, five talents, six cubits was 
Goliath's height, seven days of creation, eight souls saved in the ark, nine ungrateful healed lepers 
and ten commandments).
 Tell a story but leave it unfinished. Ask the child to relate how he thinks it ended -- or should have 
ended -- and then apply Bible lessons (e.g., "On my way to the store I saw two little boys in their 
front yard. One had a toy. The other tried to grab it. They began to scuffle, and then I passed too 
far to see them. I wonder what happened....").
 Let your child write a 30-second radio or TV spot about a movie based on the life of Daniel (or 
another Bible character). [He'll probably do better than the "pros"!]
 Let your child write a "check" for some mission work and then discuss: How much? To whom? 
Why choose this work? Results expected?
 Let your child think of five Bible characters whose names begin with the first letter of the current 
month (June: Jesus, John, Jonah, Jeremiah and Jephthah).
Give your child a letter of the alphabet (say, "M") and ask him to name a Bible character whose 
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name begins with the letters immediately preceding and following that letter ("L" and "N"). Repeat 
for other letters.
Let the child find a passage in the Bible using the word "sun" or "snow" by learning to use the 
concordance. Then discuss the passage. Use other words as appropriate for your season.
Let the child look through a column of names in the telephone book until he finds a Bible name. 
Then look up and review facts about that Bible story.

            Some of these can be varied and also can be used by teachers as pre-class or post-class activities. 
A key to maintaining student interest is variety and appeal to the imagination. Remember, the "poorest way 
to teach is the same way."              -- Jack Wilhelm

Church Attendance - A Barometer

            (We use this as a follow-up to Eddy's lesson on 6/10/01)

            A barometer is an instrument to determine the pressure of the atmosphere. It is useful in predicting 
possible weather changes. There are spiritual barometers to determine the fluctuation of one's spiritual 
condition. For example, when one begins to slip away from a proper relationship with Christ and His 
family, a couple of indicators often occur: (1) He will fail to give cheerfully and liberally and (2) he will stop 
attending fellowship gatherings.

            Church attendance is a barometer of where we are spiritually. Of course, one may attend every 
service and still be far away from the Father. The hypocritical scribes and Pharisees attended the services 
at the synagogue (Matthew 6 & 23). The self-righteous Pharisee in Jesus'

parable about pride did not have the problem of non-attendance (Luke 18). Someone has correctly stated 
that sitting in a church building does not make one a Christian any more than sitting in the garage makes 
one an automobile.

            Several have allowed their faithfulness in attendance to slide during the past few months. I doubt 
that simple article in a church bulletin will have profound influence; however, please do consider these 
remarks.

            What would Jesus want you to do about attending services? He taught we should attend, and 
He role-modeled attendance in His own life. Luke records the following fact about the Savior: "And he 
came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the 
synagogue on the Sabbath day, and stood up to read" (Luke 4:16). Note especially the phrase, "as His 
custom was". It was the custom of Jesus to attend services each Sabbath. Why would Jesus, the Son of 
God, go to worship at the appointed time? Evidently He knew the value of worship.

            Attending worship is an example to others. Which neighbor do you believe to be more 
committed to God, one who is seen each Sunday driving to the golf course or the river, or the one who is 
seen driving to worship? I have a neighbor who never misses Sunday morning, evening or Wednesday 
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night. She does not worship as I under- stand the Bible to teach, but the depth of her commitment to the 
Lord is greater than many of my brethren who attend only when it is convenient, when the weather is right, 
when there is no major ball game , when the fish are not biting, when I go to bed early Saturday night.

            How would one be the "salt of the earth" (Matthew 5:13) Sunday morning and evening? How 
would one be the "light of the world" (Matthew 5:16) Sunday morning and evening? How sincere do your 
neighbors believe you to be about your commitment to Christ?

            Think of the message we are sending our children. Actions, especially where young people are 
concerned, speak much more loudly than words. Do you want your children to love the Lord's church? 
Do you want your children to consider the church of Christ important? If so, it is imperative that you role 
model this interest and concern before them.

            Worship is for our benefit. Attendance does not help God. One does not make God better by 
worshipping Him. Worship is for our benefit. God knew that sometimes the singing would be off-key, too 
slow or new songs. God knew that sometimes the prayers would be too long, inaudible or repetitious. God 
knew that the sermons would sometimes be boring, off target or ineffective. However, God still wants the 
Christian to attend the assembly (Hebrews 10:25). May we urge you to attend every service! No Christian 
can deliberately choose to absent himself from the worship any time without committing sin.

  Be Not Deceived 

                Each of us must face the consequences of our actions. God gives us the freedom to 
make choices; but, He certainly does not approve of every decision we make. One who 
thinks he can live however he wants to live, and God is somehow obligated to him, is truly 
deceiving himself: "... for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap" (Galatians 6:7). 

                In the natural world we reap what we sow: "And God said, Let the earth bring forth 
grass, the herb yielding seed, and the fruit tree yielding fruit after his kind, whose seed is in 
itself, upon the earth: and it was so" (Genesis 1:11). So it is in the spiritual realm: "For he 
that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit 
shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting" (Galatians 6:8). That is not our opinion, that is what 
the God of heaven, the Judge of all, says about it. He who lives by the lust of the flesh cannot 
inherit the kingdom of God (Galatians 5:19-21); but, he who lives by the Spirit's teaching, the 
gospel of Christ, shall inherit life eternal (John 5:29). 

                The choice is ours. We can either live with Christ, which means living by His Will, or 
we can live against His Will and without Him: "He that is not with me is against me; and he 
that gathereth not with me scattereth abroad" (Matthew 12:30).

4. Never surrender to negative emotions (Ephesians 4:31-32). 
     A good way to fight weeds is to plant thick, healthy grass. 

5. Practice the principle of replacement. 
     "Be not overcome of evil, but overcome evil with good" (Romans 12:21). 

6. Bar the suggestive and immoral from your mind. 
     "...[B}e ye transformed by the renewing of your mind..." (Romans 12:2). 

7. See the good in others (John 1:47). 
     Practice the "as if" principle. If you wish to possess a quality or emotion, act as if you already had it. 

8. Determine to take an attitude of love and good will toward others (Philippians 2:1-4). 
     Change your attitude toward people, and their attitude will change toward you. 

9. Express appreciation and warm feelings to others (Philippians 1:19-20). 
     One of the most healing therapies in the world is to give oneself in friendship and service to another person. 

10. Practice positive prayer (Mark 11:24). 
      Pray, believing.  Jesus Christ is the great attitude transformer. 
     "And be   renewed in the spirit of your mind" (Ephesians 4:23).

If 
your parents were converted to the truth, you are probably walking in the truth yourself. But, suppose your 
folks were never taught the truth and were following traditions themselves. Where does that leave your 
soul? The majority of parents do not intentionally lead their children wrong, but what if they don’t know all 
they should know?

Faith built upon the convictions of someone else is risky business at best! Biblical faith is “the substance 
of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen” (Hebrews 11:1). Biblical faith comes from the 
Word of God (Romans 10:17). God’s Word is enlightening (Psalm 119:105) and furnishes us with all 
spiritual guidance (II Timothy 3:16-17). Because of the authority of God’s Word, such will judge us in the 
day of judgment (John 12:48).
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Inherited faith is non-personal and weak. A faith developed from an honest study of God’s Word is 
personal and strong. My parents’ faith loses its force when they are buried. Faith in God’s Word grows 
more forceful at the graveside of each loved one.

If your parents are deceased, your response to the truth will not affect their eternal destiny one way or 
another. But, if your parents are still living, your obedience to the truth may not only save your soul, but 
your influence may save their souls, too! Read Matthew 10:37-38 one more time, and do what you need 
to do.

“He that loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me: and he that loveth son or 
daughter more than me is not worthy of me. And he that taketh not his crow, and followeth after 
me, is not worthy of me.”

The Voice of the Bible on “Faith”

          The Author of faith: Christ, not men. “Looking unto Jesus, the author and finisher of our 
faith, who for the joy that was set before Him endured the cross, despising the shame, and has sat 
down at the right hand of the throne of God” (Hebrews 12:2). 

          The instrument of faith: The Word of God, not the creeds of men. “So then faith cometh by 
hearing, and hearing by the word of God” (Romans 10:17; cf. John 20:30, 31).

          The receptacle of faith: The spiritual heart, not the fleshly. “That if thou shalt confess with 
thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, 
thou shalt be saved. For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth 
confession is made unto salvation” (Romans 10:9, 10). 

           The order of saving faith: Before, not after repentance and baptism. “But without faith it is 
impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of 
them that diligently seek him (Hebrews 11:6; see Acts 2:36-38).

           The companions of saving faith: Repentance, confession, baptism into Christ—in becoming a 
Christian; virtue, knowledge, temperance, patience, godliness, brotherly kindness, love—in being a 
Christian (Acts 2:16-41; II Peter 1:5-7).

           The boundary of faith: The Scriptures, not the tastes and temperaments of men. “Whosoever 
transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of 
Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son” (II John 9; see Romans 10:17).

           The object of faith: “Christ the Lord”, not the systems of men. “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, 
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and you will be saved, you and your household” (Acts 16:31).

          The proof of faith: Works of obedience, not mere mental assent. “Yea, a man may say, Thou 
hast faith, and I have works: show me thy faith without thy works, and I will show thee my faith by 
my works” (James 2:18). 

          The trial of faith: Not gloomy despair, but “more precious than gold”  (I Peter 1:7).

          The end of faith: Salvation of the soul, not speculation or presumption. “Receiving the end of your 
faith, even the salvation of your souls” (I Peter 1:9).

          Some “don’ts” of faith: Don’t pray for faith—when you should be praying in faith (James 1:6). 
Don’t expect “faith only” to save you—when it takes both faith and obedience to save you (James 2:24). 
Don’t turn from the faith and be lost—but keep the faith and receive the crown. “I have fought the good 
fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the faith. Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of 
righteousness which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on that Day, and not to me only, 
but also to all who have loved His appearing” (II Timothy 
4:7,8).

As I 
considered these three questions, I realized that they are good questions for all of us to 
answer every day of our lives. 

    Do you really want to do what is right? In every aspect of your life, do you really want to 
do what is right? What is your standard and goal as a spouse? As a parent? As a child? As a 
boss? As an employee? As a neighbor? As a citizen? “Now I pray to God that ye do no evil; 
not that we should appear approved, but that ye should do that which is honest, though we 
be as reprobates” (II Corinthians13:7). 

    Are you ready for the Bible to tell you what is right? Of course we recognize that the 
Bible is the standard for what is right. It is imperative that we turn to the Holy Scripture for the 
proper instructions. Our behavior in every part of our lives must be based on Biblical
