I can still taste the sugar cookies 
and cherry Kool-Aid we had at break. Others may have long forgotten that VBS class that 
Summer, but I haven't.

            Even though I had attended VBS for several years, no one ever helped me to make 
the transition from Summer VBS to regular Bible school. Mary asked. I came. She taught. I 
listened. 

            Like any other church outreach, VBS only works as well as the people in it. VBS, 
Friends' Day, gospel meetings or a host of other church activities all excel when Christians 
ask. 

            It wasn't the great study material. It wasn't the cookies and Kool-Aid. That little country 
church didn't have modern facilities. Nobody had paved the parking lot or carpeted the floor. 
But one good Christian woman asked a little boy to come back. I'm glad she asked.

This method left his tongue bleeding 
and very sore, but he kept at it. Gradually it became easier, and he learned to read. In 
sixty-five years he was able to read the Bible through four times with his tongue. 

            Now, what is keeping you from reading and studying the Bible? Is it the TV schedule, 
ball games or other self-interest that prevents you from reading the Bible daily? Are these 
things really the problem? The story of William McPherson makes it clear that we do what we 
want to do. The one who will not read has no advantage over the one who cannot read.

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Worry 

            A businessman, who was a chronic addict of the worrying habit, determined to find out 
what he was fretting about, so he made an analysis of his worries. He discovered that 40% of 
his worries were about things that likely would never happen; 30% were over past decisions 
that could not be changed; 12% concerned others' criticism of himself, which did not matter 
anyway; 10% dealt with his health, which he was trying his best to protect as it was. Only eight 
percent, he decided, were really legitimate worries. 

            The Christian can beat that - and do as the Word commands: "Be anxious  (worry) in 
nothing." How, you say, is that possible? The rest of Philippians 4:6, 7 tells us: "In every thing 
by prayer and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests be made known unto God." 
So the Christian's secret is: prayer, with thanksgiving, telling God abut every need and every 
problem and leaving all with Him in quiet faith and assurance, without fretfulness or worry! 
Then, "the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall guard your hearts and 
minds through Christ Jesus" (Philippians 4:7) -- Christian victory.

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Beyond the Limits of Human Love

            Human love has limits--frightening limits. Suffering and death can hedge in your love, threaten your 
love, disfigure your love and even destroy your love. Human love, however strong, cannot surmount 
suffering and death. Truly, we live in terror of both.

            "How miserable it is to have to stand in mute sorrow with nothing to say to those we love when 
they are in great pain. It is a terrible confession that our love is not big enough to surmount suffering" 
(Thomas Merton). This is indeed a "terrible confession" because it is so true. Is there any greater agony 
than watching a loved one suffer and be power- less to intervene? I think not.

            Oh, the heartache of seeing your sweet child bravely wage a losing battle against leukemia. And 
how hard it is to watch in mute agony as your spouse wastes away due to cancer. And who can withstand 
the grief of seeing your beloved mother or father slip away because of Alzheimer's? Suffering can alter the 
object of our affection into a vessel of sorrow.

            Thus, suffering and death are threats to love and can even destroy love. Marriages are much more 
prone to end in divorce when a spouse or a child con- tracts a terminal disease. As strong as our affections 
are, love often cannot withstand the onslaught of suffering and death.

            So far, I've been speaking strictly from a worldly perspective. I've been talking about what is 
understood and felt without God, without faith and without the comfort of God's Word. In the face of 
suffering, such a perspective is bleak. Indeed, "suffering without faith is a curse," and love without Christ is 
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lost. Many, many precious and loving souls have lost themselves in the suffering and death of this world, 
and this is tragic because that doesn't have to be anyone's fate. You can love courageously and openly, 
without limits or fear. You can love in spite of suffering and death. Why? Because the love of Jesus Christ 
has transformed both. Christ has immeasurably eased suffering and has completely conquered death.

            For example, you don't have to fear death anymore. Death has been overcome by Christ. Indeed,  
the death of a Christian is a triumph. Shortly before his execution Paul wrote, "In the future there is laid 
up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will award to me on 
that day; and not only to me, but also to all who have loved his appearing"  (II Timothy 4:8). Upon 
death a Christian gains a crown and assembles for a great reunion with fellow believers.

            Flowers at a Christian's funeral neither cover the dead nor hide our futile attempts to deny the 
reality of death. The flowers are the sweet aroma of eternal life. They celebrate a passing out of this world 
and into the glory of the next. They don't so much honor a life ending as a life beginning.

            "We neither suffer alone nor conquer alone nor go off into eternity alone" (Thomas Merton). Paul 
had a sailing partner--Jesus Christ. Christ has disarmed suffering and destroyed death. He can take you 
beyond the limits of human love.

A visit or call is good, but a card or 
letter allows the downcast to be refreshed over and over again (Hebrews 12:12). 

             Offer a prayer on behalf of those who need God's help! The earnest petitions of the 
righteous are powerful with God (James 5:16; II Corinthians 1:10-11; Philippians 1:18-20). 
We fail to do all we can do to support our fellow man when we fail to pray for them as we 
ought. 

            There is much for all to do in the kingdom of God. Let us not sit idly by, because no 
one gave us a special assignment. Jesus took care of that a long time ago! "For the Son of 
man is as a man taking a far journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants, 
and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch.

            Understanding the Bible is essential to our Christian life because it is the document 
that relates to us all that the Christian life is to be, and it does it in the form of a book. And, it's 
book-ness is precisely the problem.  

            As a book it details the lives of individuals and events as it unfolds God's plan for man, 
and without an overall understanding of God's purpose, the book will become a group of 
isolated stories and sayings that do not interrelate and develop God's intended goal. 
Therefore, we MUST know how to use the Bible, and such understanding begins with a 
realization of the big picture of the Bible. 

            If we lose sight of God's designs and the motivation behind them, we will be come like 
the Pharisees who Jesus condemned for their empty-hearted religious adherence to outward 
forms (Matthew 23, John 5:39). A problem the Jews constantly dealt with was their lack of 
intimate knowledge of God (cf. Hosea 6:6; john 8:19, 25 - they knew about God, but they did 
not KNOW God), which is precisely the type of knowledge that Jesus said constituted eternal 
life (John 17:3; 14:6; 10:30). What about us?

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The Need for Discernment 

            "But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of 
use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil." (Hebrews 5:14). Christians 
are always faced with questions concerning right and wrong. In teenage classes invariably 
these questions arise: Is it wrong to dance? Is it wrong to attend certain movies? Etc. The 
Scriptures do not give us a list of all things that are bad or good. We are then faced with the 
dilemma of how shall we discern what is good and evil. 

            There are some matters that present no difficulty. Certain works of the flesh are 
enumerated in Galatians 5:19-21 and emphatically it is said "that they which do such things 
shall not inherit the kingdom of God" (v.21). There are some places and activities that were 
not in existence when those words were written. What about them? How do we determine 
what is right and wrong? Obviously, one can easier reach some conclusions as they grow 
and mature in the faith. There are some suggestions we would offer as well. These 
suggestions are not original with me. Thy come from a variety of sources, but perhaps they 
will be helpful. 

            Anything that destroys the identity of the Christian is sinful. Christians live in the world, 
but they are not of the world (John 17:14-19). It should never be necessary for a Christian to 
tell another that he is a Christian. It should be known by his fruits (Matthew 7:20).  

            The Christian should never participate in any- thing that destroys or weakens his 
influence. Influence is one of the Christian's most powerful means for good. Men are often led 
to serve God by good example when there has been a failure to convince by the Word. 
"Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, 
they also may without the word be won by the conversation [manner of behavior] of the 
wives; While they behold your chaste conversation  [manner of behavior] coupled with fear"  

(I Peter 3:1-2). "Let your light so shine before men that they may see your good works and 
glorify your Father which is in heaven" (Matthew 5:16).  

            Anything that the Christian allows to hinder him in performing his Christian duty is 
wrong. "God First" should be our motto. Anything that draws our affection from the Lord is 
sinful. 

            Anything that corrupts the heart is sinful. One's thoughts are largely governed by the 
books and papers he reads. Many have poisoned their minds by vile literature and the 
immoral scenes and evil suggestions of the movies. "Finally, brethren, whatsoever things 
are honest... just... pure... lovely... of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any 
praise, think on these things" (Philippians 4:8). 

            That which is harmful to the body is sinful. We are to glorify God in our bodies (I 
Corinthians 6:20). our bodies are the dwelling place of the Holy Spirit. We cannot afford to 
desecrate the temple of the Holy Spirit. 
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            It is not enough to rationalize by saying, "I can't see any harm in that." Harm may still be 
there. God's word is still the standard by which all things must be measured. That's the source

            12. Have I made the world a better or a worse place by my living? (Galatians 5:19-23) 

            13. Am I using myself in God's work (talents, money, time... etc.)? (I Corinthians 15:58)

Life Is Too Short 

       As people get older, they often remark about "how time flies". Time is the same for 
young and old, but as we get older, we tend to become conscious of the swift passage of our 
life. Job said, "My  

days are swifter than a weaver's shuttle..." (Job 7:6). The Psalmist said, "For he 
remembered that they were but flesh; a wind that passeth way, and cometh not again" (Psalm 
78:39). James wrote that life is "... even a vapour, that appeareth for a little while, and 
then vanisheth away" (4:14). 

       We mention this to emphasize that life is too short for us to deliberately pass by 
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the opportunities for joy and enrichment that come our way. It is not so much that others 
deprive us of happiness, but that we deprive ourselves. It is tragic that some miss so many 
of the good things of this world simply because they will not allow themselves the 
pleasure. 

       Life is too short to neglect friendships. No one has too many friends and no 
friendship is of negligible value. Probably every day, there are opportunities for making 
and strengthening relationships with others. A stranger today could be a brother tomorrow. 

       Life is too short to neglect fellowship with Christian friends. The public and 
private occasions when we can be together to share interests, to share laughter and to show 
affection are blessings from God. We realize that even the most gregarious persons need 
some time to be alone. We also realize that the opportunities will soon be gone. Faces we 
remember from past times are not seen any more. Their cherished voices and pleasant 
laughter are absent now. We can deprive our- selves of so much by refusing to be a part. 

       Life is too short to entertain bad attitudes. Sometimes it happens that someone will 
get upset or cross about something and let a sore fester within them for months and even 
years. Their chief satisfaction is the satisfaction of being consistently miserable. This 
does, of course, affect and hurt others, but the worst injury is to themselves. Time is too 
short, and life is too precious to be ruined by unchristian attitudes. 

       Life is too short to refuse the opportunities to do good for others. The building 
blocks of a meaningful life are kinds words and helpful deeds. Most people think of this 
after it is too late. Perhaps the one time many of us think Jesus may have been mistaken 
was when He said, "... It is more blessed to give than to receive" (Acts 20:35). Our own 
selfishness can rob us of great blessings. 

       Life is too short to neglect opportunities for spiritual enrichment. One who feels 
he can live a consecrated life without much help simply does not understand the Christian 
life. Bible classes, special services, literature, are not in- tended as activities just 
for people with nothing to do. It is a sad irony that so often those who most need help are 
those who deny themselves such opportunities. 

       Life is too short to fail to speak to others about the Savior. We are a dying race, 
and very soon our friends and ourselves will be gone. Gone to where depends entirely upon 
our relationship to Christ. This life affords no greater privilege than the privilege of 
helping another to be saved. But worldly pride, selfishness, indifference and lack of 
preparation are keeping us from even trying. Too soon we will watch our neighbors perish. 
Too soon we will "go, and empty-handed".

A Visitor's View 

            I am a visitor, and sometimes I see things you church members don't notice. I can 
appreciate things you take for granted--and be repulsed by things you have learned to 
accept. Your building may be beautiful, your sermon inspiring and your church perfectly 
aligned with the Bible--but most of the time it's not these things, but the little things I notice. 

            When I walk in the door, I feel like a stranger-- for that's what I am. So it means a lot 
when someone welcomes me with a friendly greeting. I don't mean just the preacher or an 
elder, but one of the "regular members". It's nice when they want to know my name, and even 
better when they want to know me. They try to help me feel at ease. They show me where my 
Sunday School Class meets. They introduce me to someone in my class. I make two new 
friends. 

            I like Bible classes where there is love, excitement and participation, where the people 
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seem glad to be there. I like it when they introduce me as a visitor, when someone asks me to 
sit next to them and when a person I've never met helps me find I Corinthians 13 in my Bible. 
The class members are eager to discuss the lesson and to see how it applies to their 
everyday lives, and they talk about God in language I can understand. I'm not used to that in 
my old church. I leave class with some new understandings and some things I need to think 
about. 

            Someone from the Bible class invites me to sit with him in the worship service. When 
the singing starts, I notice there is no organ, but it sounds beautiful any way. My friend next to 
me is not a fantastic singer, but he sings enthusiastically--like he means what the song is 
saying. Everyone is participating, and the people seem to be enjoying church. I'm not used to 
that, but it makes me feel good, too. 

            After worship, I usually figure it's time to head home to my paper and TV. But all the 
people around me make an effort to meet me and welcome me. They invite me to come back 
to visit again--they invite me home for Sunday dinner. They want to get to know me better. All 
of them seem to know and love each other, and I have a hard time getting through the crowd, 
so I stay and talk and meet more people. The TV and paper can wait. 

            When I get back home again, I often forget what the building looked like, or even what 
the sermon was about. But I remember where I met people who loved God and each other. I 
want to come back so I can find out what makes them that way.

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If You Were a Visitor 

            It has long been my conviction that Christians are too often unaware of the influence they have on 
others. When we meet together for worship, we usually have visitors in our midst. Many of them are not 
church- goers at all, and it is a completely new experience for them. Others who attend may be members of 
denominations who are attending their first assembly of the Lord's church. In these cases, your actions may be 
the first and only impression which they will ever get regarding New Testament Christianity. 

            Two passages relate to us the need to be concerned about what kind of impression we make. Paul 
told the Corinthians that their assemblies, which focused on the chaotic tongue-speaking in languages 
unknown to the visitors rather than instruction from the Word (prophecy), would confuse and repulse 
non-Christians. Paul's advice was to leave off tongue-speaking (unless done in an orderly manner with 
interpretation), and to emphasize prophecy which warns about the deadly effect of "respect of persons"  in the 
assemblies of the saints (James 2:1-13). James evidently knew that in the early church some Christians would 
give great honor to the rich and well-dressed and show disregard for the poor. His words are bold: "But if ye 
have respect of persons, ye commit sin, and are convicted of the law as transgressors" (2:9). Clearly, 
Christians must be concerned about how our actions impact those who visit our assemblies! 

            With that Biblical background in mind, if you were a visitor, how would you feel if:

            Popularity. God created us as social creatures; we instructively desire the company 
and approval of our peers. Desiring to be popular is not wrong. When you are willing to 
sacrifice your principles to gain popularity, however, then popularity has become your god. 
Christians have long been scorned and spoken against because they avoided worldly 
activities (I Peter 4:4). But, is dancing really worldly? Or may a Christian dance with- out 
compromising his/her principles? Continue reading.... 

            Recreation. "Girls just wanna have fun." (Yeah, so do boys.) God is not out to ruin all 
your fun. Neither should you allow "fun" to become your god (Philippians 3:19, "whose god is 
their belly" -- not stomach, but "belly", considered to be the seat of all the fleshly appetites). 
Right or wrong are not determined by whether an activity is fun. Good things can be fun, but 
anybody over about three years old knows that doing things you shouldn't can also be lots of 
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fun! Many find dancing to be fun. But is it right or wrong? Continue reading.... 

            Offense. "Woe to the world because of offenses (occasions of stumbling)! For 
offenses must come, but woe to that man by whom the offense comes" (Matthew 18:7). Your 
behavior affects other people, whether for good or ill. Aside from the vulgar lyrics of much 
dance music, dancing involves close bodily contact and suggestive movements. Both of 
these put a stumbling block in the way of the dancers and the observers. Is this what Jesus 
wants you to do? 

            Modesty. An honest look at dancing forces us to the conclusion that its appeal is 
sexual in nature. (How many boys dance with boys? Girls with girls? What would be said 
about them if they did?) Far from the modesty commanded by God in His Word, the 
suggestive movements and close bodily contact of dancing make it a "work of the flesh" 
(Galatians 5:19-21). 

            Dancing may be popular; it may even be fun. Are you willing to put a stumbling block in 
another's way (as well as your own) in order to have fun? Are you willing to put aside God's 
warning about the works of the flesh in order to be popular? Parents, grandparents and young 
people, are you listening?             -- Joe Slater  

How Teamwork Increases Effectiveness 

            There's a wonderful story about Jimmy Durante, one of the great entertainers of a 
generation ago. He was asked to be a part of a show for World War II veterans. He told them 
his schedule would permit only a brief appearance, but if they wouldn't mind him doing one 
short monologue and immediately leave for his next appointment, he would come. Of course, 
the show's director happily agreed. 

            But when Jimmy got on stage, something interesting happened. He went through the 
short monologue and then stayed. The applause grew louder and louder, and he kept staying. 
Pretty soon, he had been on 15, 20, then 30 minutes. Finally, he took a last bow and left the 
stage. Backstage someone asked him, "I thought you had to go after a few minutes. What 
happened?" 

            Jimmy answered, "I did have to leave, but I can show you the reason I stayed. Look out 
at the front row."   Seated there were two men, each of whom had lost an arm in the war. One 
had lost his right arm and the other had lost his left. Together, they were able to clap, and 
that's exactly what they were doing, loudly and cheerfully. 

            That's teamwork, in action and in spirit. It illustrates how the body of Christ operates. 
Our process of becoming "whole" cannot exist without others. As the poet, W.H. Auden has 
said, "We must love one another or die." We really do need each other, and we need to work 
with one another. Jesus offered criteria for identifying his disciples, "loving each other... even 
as I have loved you" (John 13:34). Teamwork is what makes that love possible, tangible. It 
wasn't in vain that Christ said, "Where two or three are gathered together, there I am in their 
midst" (Matthew 18:23). Our working together is important, vital to Him. There is an "us-ness" 
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in the Christian faith. 

            When people work and serve together, there is a potent magic about it. It is called 
"synergy". The word means "the sum total is greater than the total of the separate parts." 
Stemming from the roots, "syn" and "ergo" meaning "to work together," it implies that a team 
can be far more powerful than the separate members working individually. Buckminster 
Fuller, in his book Synergetics, explains that it is very possible that "one plus one can equal 
four if we put our efforts together in the same direction." 

            Don't try to go it alone. The process of growing spiritually as an individual Christian 
and as the body of Christ in this place involves a firm understanding of how we need each 
other and how the power of teamwork multiplies as we work together.              --Douglas

Saving Faith 

            "But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must 
believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him" (Hebrews 
11:6 NKJV). 

            What pleases God? This text teaches us that without faith it is impossible to please 
God. What are the elements of the faith for which God is looking? This verse and its context 
answer that question. 

            "Saving faith" believes. Saving faith believes that God is". We may look at the intricate 
design of nature and recognize that there is a Designer. "The heavens declare the glory of 
God; and the firmament shows His handiwork" (Psalm 19:1). "For since the creation of the 
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world His [God's] invisible attributes are clearly seen, being understood by the things that 
are made, even His eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse" (Romans 
1:20). "By faith we under- stand that (even though we were not present) the worlds were 
framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which 
are visible" (Hebrews 11:3). Nature teaches that God exists. Saving faith believes in the 
existence of God. 

            "Saving faith" trusts.  Saving faith, according to the text, believes that God "is a 
rewarder of those who diligently seek Him". This aspect of faith includes the element of 
trust--taking God at His word, relying upon His promises. As the Scriptures teach: "Trust in 
the LORD with all your heart, And lean not on your own understanding; In all your ways 
acknowledge Him, And He shall direct your paths" (Proverbs 3:5-6). 

            "Saving faith" seeks.  The Hebrew writer stated that "he who comes to God must 
believe that... He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him."  "Saving faith" diligently 
seeks Him. God "has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of 
the earth, and had determined their pre-appointed times and the boundaries of their 
dwellings" (Acts 17:26). For what purpose did God do these things? Observe as the text 
continues: "SO THAT they should seek the Lord, in the hope that they might grope for Him 
and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us; for in Him we live and move and 
have our being" (Acts 17:27-28). 

            "Saving faith" obeys.  We may read the whole chapter of Hebrews 11 and understand 
that "saving faith" causes one to act in response to God's instructions. "By faith Abel offered 
a more excellent sacrifice" (V. 4) "By faith Noah... prepared an ark" (V. 7). "By faith 
Abraham obeyed" (V. 8). "Saving faith" will cause a person to act. 

            For this reason, those who heard the Gospel (the good news) of Jesus Christ were 
told not only to believe on Him (Acts 16:31), but also to repent of their sins (Acts 17:30), 
confess Christ (Romans 10:9-10) and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the 
remission of their sins (Acts 2:38). And, by faith, many obeyed and were saved from their sins 
(see Acts 2:37-41). 

            "Saving faith" believes in God, trust God, seeks God and obeys God. Do you have the 
faith that saves? God bless you.

"The Bible and Euthanasia"
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or
"When Is It Right to Die?"  

            There is a dangerous trend that has taken shape in this country known as "mercy killing," or 
"euthanasia". Some think it is a recent phenomenon, but it isn't. The death of King Saul (II Samuel 1:1-16; 
I Chronicles 10) provides some valuable information along this line of thought. Saul was wounded on the 
field of battle (I Samuel 31:3). Knowing that his enemies were relentlessly pursuing him, that he was in pain 
and dying anyway, and that capture would mean torture, he re- quested that his armor-bearer thrust him 
through, but the armor-bearer would not. God does not endorse "active euthanasia", whether it involves 
thrusting a sword into a wounded, dying king or injecting a syringe full of phenobarbital into the veins of a 
dying person. What do we suppose God would have thought if Saul had been rescued by paramedics and 
put on life support, only to have some Amalekite unplug him?

            There is a vast difference between "mercy killing" and letting someone die if that person is already 
dying. We need to give attention to whether we are "sustaining life" or "prolonging life". One-time Surgeon 
General C. Everett Koop said, "The whole thing about euthanasia comes down to one word: motive. If 
your motive is to alleviate suffering while a person is going through the throes of dying, and you are using 
medication to alleviate suffering, even though it might shorten his life by a few hours, that is not euthanasia. 
But if you are giving him a drug intended to shorten his life, then your motivation is for euthanasia." The 
Bible teaches the sacredness of human life. Once it is gone, it cannot be re- claimed. We must remember 
that we are not our own; for we were bought with a price (cf. I Corinthians 6:19-20).

            The trend in this country is to cut spending, which is the thing to do in certain areas; but if the 
"younger generation" decides that we shouldn't spend money to prolong life of our older citizens who are 
weak, feeble and no longer able to contribute to their exorbitant spending, what then? Does the thought 
that their fate may be left in the hands of a "younger generation" to decide whether they live or die 
contribute to the security of the aged?

            There was a time in Biblical history when the younger people made the wrong decision relative to 
the fate of Israel. Subsequent to the death of Solomon, the "older men" of Israel advised Rehoboam to 
make lighter the yoke which had been placed upon his people by his father (cf. I Kings 12:4). But the 
counsel of the aged was rejected in favor of the counsel of the "young men" (V. 8), and Israel's burdens 
were increased, resulting in a split in the Old Testament kingdom of God (Verses 16-17).

            To deliberately shorten a life that belongs to God is wrong, and we need to remember, "For we 
know him that said, Vengeance belongeth unto me, I will recompense, saith the Lord. And again, 
The Lord shall judge his people. It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God" 
(Hebrews 10:30-31).

     I was listening to a tape while driving to an appointment. 
The speaker (John Brown) made a point which would cause most 
husbands to cringe. In essence, he asked, "If you were to ask my 
wife if I am a perfect husband, what could she say? But, if you 
were to ask her if I am a faithful husband, then she could say, 
'Yes'." The point applies both ways. None of us qualifies as the 
"perfect" husband or wife--the one which never says or does 
anything wrong. No one in this world knows our faults and 
weaknesses better than our spouse. Marriage is not built on a 
foundation of perfection, but it should be built upon a 
foundation of faithfulness! Please do not confuse the two ideas. 
They are not the same. 

     "Faithful" is defined by WEBSTER'S NEW WORLD DICTIONARY as 
"maintaining allegiance to someone or something; continued, 
steadfast, adherence to a person or thing to which one is bound 
by an oath, duty, obligation, etc." (503). It is a good word, 
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and every husband, as well as every wife, should be faithful in 
their marriage relationship. We should be faithful to our 
children, to our spouses and to God. 

     If we are first and foremost faithful to God, then it must 
follow as we submit to His will for our lives that we will be 
faithful to each other and our children. The very first 
Christians in this world were noted for this quality in their 
lives -- "And they continued steadfastly..." (Acts 2:42). Paul 
concludes the great 15th chapter of I Corinthians by admonishing 
us to "be steadfast, unmoveable".

Spiritual Laziness 

            Webster's Dictionary says laziness includes such things as "having an aversion to 
work or effort; indolent; slow moving; sluggish." It has been estimated that laziness costs 
companies and employers millions of dollars each year. Employees give less effort on the job 
than they are paid to do; wasting time due to laziness is a national problem. 

            Laziness is not the exclusive territory of the secular work place. The church is blighted 
by it, too. This is evidenced in congregations having members who won't work or, if given an 
assignment, will drag their feet relative to completion. Excuses punctuate the conversations 
between leaders and followers, as persons promise to get-around-to-it-tomorrow. 

            Spiritual laziness not only shows up in the work programs of the church, it also exists in 
the personal lives of the members. Such positive growth practices as prayer, Bible study, 
meditation in the Word and efforts to control the inner man are neglected or engaged in lazily. 
Some are even lazy relative to stewardship and church attendance. 

            The Bible contains a number of admonitions against laziness: 
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             "How long wilt thou sleep, O sluggard? ... a little folding of the hands to sleep: So 
shall thy poverty come as one that travelleth, and thy want as an armed man" (Proverbs 
6:9-11). 

             "As vinegar to the teeth, and as smoke to the eyes, so is the sluggard to them that 
send him" (Proverbs 10:26) 

             "The soul of the sluggard desireth, and hath nothing: but the soul of the diligent 
shall be made fat" (Proverbs 13:4). 

             "The sluggard will not plow by reason of the cold; therefore shall he beg in harvest, 
and have nothing" (Proverbs 20:4). 

             "Better is the end of a thing than the beginning thereof: and the patient in spirit is 
better than the proud in spirit" (Ecclesiastes 7:8). 

             "Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might; for there is no work, nor 
device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou goest" (Ecclesiastes 9:10). 

             "Who gave himself for us, that he might re- deem us from all iniquity, and purify 
unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works" (Titus 2:14). 

            Laziness is usually disguised in acts of procrastination. This is the manana syndrome 
of planning to do something tomorrow, but somehow, this magical day never arrives. 

            Likewise, students in Bible classes do an injustice to their teachers and God's Word 
by not preparing for classes. Some come to classes with workbooks are used without having 
spent time studying or "filling in the blanks". Others come to textual classes without prior 
reading or study in the text. The most popular excuse is, "I didn't have time." Both teachers 
and students use it frequently to justify laziness or procrastination. This is contrary to the 
Christian's priority of putting the kingdom first in his life (Matthew 6:33). 

            The CURE for laziness is action. The cure for procrastination is DO IT NOW. This, 
however, is easier said than done; especially when psychological issues are involved in 
producing these problems. Laziness is a serious problem and must be eliminated if one 
desires to please God and do His work effectively.

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Dihydrogen Monoxide 

                A high school student caught everybody's attention with a demonstration of human 
susceptibility to pseudo-science, presented at Greater Idaho Falls Science Fair in April, 
1997. His experiment has been reviewed briefly in several publications. It sparked my 
interest, too, And I have expanded somewhat on his findings (I do not know his name, since it 
was not given in the report I read).

                The student asked people if they would support a worldwide ban on dihydrogen 
monoxide. Eighty-six percent said "yes". One percent said, "No, because we have no right to 
infringe upon the rights of others." One percent said, "No, because the helpful properties of 
the chemical far outweigh any hazards it presents to life and health when used judiciously. 
Twelve percent were un- decided. The thesis of the experiment, proved conclusively, was: 
People are not well-educated in science. They are therefore gullible, easily persuaded by 
alarmists who practice junk science, spreading fear of everything in our environment. 

                Dihydrogen monoxide (H2O) is water. See how it fits each of the matters listed 
above, some of which will now be seen as non-hazardous. 

   1. There is no rain at all without water. 

   2. Flood or unobstructed water runoff washes away soil. 

   3. Have you ever seen rust? 

   4. Wet brakes often malfunction. 

   5. Polluted water can be made safe for use by applying heat. 

   6. Just try taking your pills without water. 

   7. Drinking hot water causes sweating. Drinking lukewarm water can make you vomit. 
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   8. Heated water vapor is called steam. 

   9. Inhaling water is called drowning. 

  10. It is found in tumors and tissues of all people. Our bodies are 93% water. 

                Gullible and improperly educated people are also easily deceived by junk religion.
