
Silencing of God DVD 
by Dave Miller, Ph.D. 

 
Adolf Hitler is credited with saying: “By means of shrewd lies, unremittingly re-
peated, it is possible to make people believe that heaven is hell—and hell heaven.

American society has been undergoing swift 
transition as social and political liberals, the ACLU, secularist educators, immoral 
entertainers, and activist judges wage a vociferous culture war. Make no mistake 
about their objective: they wish to expunge every manifestation of God, Christ, and 
the Bible from American life.

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“But God…” (8) 

 

     “But God” is a phrase that occurs several 
times in Scripture. It reveals a sharp contrast 
between the thoughts or works of God and those 
of man. These words indicate a totally different 
outcome from what would otherwise have oc-
curred had God not entered the picture. 
     Solomon stated, “The righteous man wisely 
considereth the house of the wicked: but God 
overthroweth the wicked for their wickedness” (Prov. 21:12). The lives of 
two men speak well to this idea of avoiding “the house of the wicked.” 
When Abraham came out of Egypt, there arose a contention between his 
herdsmen and those of his nephew, Lot. Abraham invited Lot to choose a 
direction to go and he then would go the other. Lot foolishly looked to-
ward the land of Sodom and there “pitched his tent” (Gen. 13:12). Wise 
Abraham, on the other hand, “removed his tent” (Gen. 13:18) and went 
away from that dreadful place. One went toward trouble and the other fled 
from it. 
     The Bible later reveals that God “overthrew those cities” (Gen. 19:25), 
just as Solomon stated that He does (in Proverbs 21:12). Those cities (four 
in number- Dt. 29:23) were destroyed by God for their wickedness, the 
most prevalent of which was the practice of homosexuality. Abraham 
wisely considered this “house of the wicked,” but Lot foolishly (and to the 
detriment of his family) wandered headlong into it. How many men today 
are foolishly following the steps of this senator of Sodom? How many are 
leading their families into “the house of the wicked” by what they are al-
lowing them to read, watch on television and at the movies, and digest 
from the internet? How many are leading their families astray by putting 
more emphasis on the world than on the Word? Consider, dear friend, “the 
house of the wicked” and understand that God will one day destroy it. The 
only habitation that will endure is the church which Jesus purchased (Eph. 
5:23, 25). Are you a member of it? Are you leading your family members 
to it?
