
 
 
 

THE SUPERIORITY OF         
 CHRIST 

 
 
 

 In Hebrews we find Christ being superior 
over prophets, angels, the Levitical priesthood, 
Moses and the Law given him by God. This being 
true,  let us make some comparisons.  
 
Under the Old Testament law of Moses, sacrifice of 
animals, and their blood could not forgive sins, He-
brew 10:14; whereas, under the New Testament law, 
the law of Christ, we can have forgiveness of sins by 
the blood of Christ, when we obey the gos-
pel.Eph.1:7, Col. 1:14.   The law of Moses was 
given for the Jew only.  
 
The law of Christ is for everyone living today. The 
high priest under the law of Moses had to offer sacri-
fices for his own sins and those of others every year,  
Christ as our high priest, did not have to offer for 
himself as he was sinless.  He offered himself for the 
sins of all people when he died on the cross.  The 
high priest, under the law of Moses, was subject to 
death and had to be replaced.   
 
Christ overcame death and forever lives sitting on 
God’s right hand in heaven as our high priest and 
king making intercession for us Heb. 7:25.  Under 
the old law, people worshipped in the tabernacle and 
temple and were told to keep the seventh day of the 
week holy.  Under Christ we worship the first day of 
the week  (Sunday) in his body, the church.  We be-
come members of his body, the church, when we 
obey from the heart the gospel plan of salvation then 
God adds the saved to the church. Acts 2:47.  Let us 
realize that all spiritual blessings are found in Christ. 
Eph. 1:3.

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Pharaoh and the Death of Saul 
 
     First Chronicles 10 records the death of 
King Saul. It also reveals to us some rea-
sons for his death. Verse 13 states: “So 
Saul died for his transgression which he 

committed against the Lord, even against the word of the 
Lord, which he kept not, and also for asking counsel of one 
that had a familiar spirit, to enquire of it.” For one who began 
in such a marvelous manner, this was indeed an enigmatic 
ending. Sin has its consequences (Rom. 6:23), and Saul paid 
its debt. 
     An interesting statement is made following this explana-
tion for his death. Verse 14 continues: “And enquired not of 
the Lord: therefore he slew him, and turned the kingdom unto 
David the son of Jesse.” Note that the text states “therefore he 
slew him.” The “He” in this instance is God. The text states 
that God slew Saul. However, earlier in this chapter the de-
tails of his death are revealed. Saul was engaged in battle with 
the Philistines. Having killed Saul’s sons, the Philistines then 
pressed hard upon Saul, wounding him in the process.  When 
Saul realized that his options were gone, he called upon his 
armor bearer to kill him before the Philistines could finish the 
job. The armor bearer refused to do so, and Saul fell on his 
own sword (I Chron. 10:1-6). 
     Inquiry is often made into the hardening of Pharaoh’s heart 
(cf. Ex. 7-11). The Bible states that God hardened his heart 
(Ex. 7:3; 9:12; 10:1, 20, 27; 11:10). It also states that his heart 
was hardened by Aaron (Ex. 7:12, 13). It reveals that Pharaoh 
hardened his own heart (Ex. 8:15, 32; 9:34). It simply states 
that the heart of Pharaoh was hardened (Ex. 7:22; 8:19; 9:7, 
35). 
     A comparison of these two instances reveals that even 
though God is said to have done something, it doesn’t neces-
sarily mean that such was done directly by God. Nor does it 
insist that such was done without either choice or participa-
tion on the part of the individual involved. Both of these men 
made choices in regards to God’s commands- wrong choices. 
Those choices brought their consequences. Did God slay 
Saul? The Bible says He did. Did He do it directly? No. Did 
God harden the heart of Pharaoh? The Bible says He did. Did 
He do so directly, or without giving him any option regarding 
the matter? No. Saul and Pharaoh made the choice to refuse to 
do God’s will. When they did so, the inevitable consequences 
came upon them (Gal. 6:7). We should learn the lessons from 
the lives of these two men.
