In studying the
book of Joshua, we find
some great admonitions
given to the people of
Israel by Joshua, espe-
cially in the last few chap-
ters of the book. Joshua,
being of old age, called

all Israel together and reminded them of what God had
done for them in fighting their battles and giving them
the land which He had promised and that He would
keep blessing them if they would always follow and do
what He commanded, on the other hand, if they failed to
follow God, His wrath would be upon them. Joshua told
them to “be very courageous to keep and to do all that is
written in the book of the law of Moses, that ye turn not
aside there from to the right hand or to the left; neither
to bow down to other gods or serve them, but cleave
unto the Lord your God as ye have done unto this day.”
Josh. 23:6,7. Then we find one of the greatest state-
ments found in the Bible made by Joshua in Josh.
24:15; “As for me and my house, we will serve the
Lord.” We as Christians also made a commitment to
God when we obeyed the gospel to be true to God and
Christ in obeying the commands written in the New Tes-
tament. We are also promised the blessing of God
when we so do, but when we fail, God’s wrath will be on
us on the day of judgment. We can go back and study
in the Old Testament, of God blessing the people when
they were obedient to Him and how His wrath was upon
them when they were not obedient. This way we can
learn lessons from the Old Testament as stated by Paul
in Romans 15:4, “for whatsoever things were written
aforetime were written for our learning, that we, through
patience and comfort of the scriptures might have
hope.”

Woe Unto Them...

“Woe unto them that decree
unrighteous decrees, and that write
grievousness which they have pre-
scribed; to turn aside the needy from
judgment, and to take away the right
from the poor of my people, that
widows may be their prey, and that
they may rob the fatherless!” (Is.
10:1,2)

“Woe unto them that call evil
good, and good evil; that put dark-
ness for light, and light for darkness;

that put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!” (Is.
5:20)

One of the primary concerns for Christians in
last Tuesday's election was the ballot initiative in
South Dakota regarding a ban on all abortions except
for the endangerment of the life of the mother. The
initiative was passed overwhelmingly by that state’s
legislature earlier this year and placed on the ballot
for a decision by the people. It became the battle-
ground for political activists. Had it passed, it would
have made South Dakota’s the toughest abortion law
in the nation. However it failed by a 55%-45% mar-
gin. Many had hoped that this initiative would pass
and then provoke litigation that might lead to a show-
down in the Supreme Court and an ultimate reversal
of the infamous Roe v. Wade decision of 1973.
These hopes were dashed, at least for now, in Tues-
day’s election.

Amazingly one other moral initiative failed in
the state of Arizona. A proposed amendment to that
state’s constitution that would have banned homosex-
ual marriages failed by a 51%-49% margin. Thank-
fully, similar initiatives passed in seven other states,
including Virginia. It was, however, somewhat dis-
heartening to note the seemingly slim margins by
which some of these passed. For example, in Vir-
ginia the ban on homosexual marriage passed by
only a 57%-43% margin (as opposed to Tennessee’s
measure, which passed by a resounding 81%-19%
margin). Although defeated, the homosexual activists
will take heart in the narrow margins of victory. And
rest assured, they will try again and again.
